1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements of RAJASTHAN STATE SEEDS CORPORATION
LIMITED (CIN_U75132RJ1978SGC001781) which comprises the Balance Sheet as at31st March, 2016,
the Statement of Profit and Lossfor the year,the Cash Flow Statement for the yearended anda summary of
significant accounting policies and other explanatory information.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the matters in section 134(5) of the Companies Act,
2013 (“the Act”) with respect to the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair view of
the financial position, financial performance and cash flows of the Company in accordance with the
accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the Accounting Standards specified under
Section 133 of the Act, read with Rule 7 of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014.

Note No.41 in respect of Confirmations of Loans and Advances, Trade Payables, Trade Receivables,
Security Deposits, Current Liabilities, Outstanding Liabilities, Deposit with Agriculture Department and
Revolving fund with seed banks;

Asum of Rs.2.60 crore has been given for the purpose of production of Seeds in Drought Prone Area under
the Central Sector Scheme.. The Company has not maintained separate account for their utilization. As a
result we are not in a position to comment whether the such funds were being utilized for the purpose for
which it was intended and granted. However on the basis of some documents, the funds were utilized for the
purpose of production of Pulses and Oil Seeds which are not in accordance with the guidelines given in the
sanction letter GOI No.6-3/94 CAW dated 28.6.1995;

An amount of INR. 28,70,833/- is outstanding without any security there on against Seeds Growers up to the
year 2012-13. Recovery from them appears to be uncertain & provision has been made in the books of
accounts for INR. 28,65,202/-. No Provision has been made for INR. 5,631 in the books of accounts. Hence
Profitand Loans and Advances has been overstated by this amount;

INR.14661/- is outstanding relating to year 2004-05 regarding subsidy of NPVH. Recovery of such amount
appears to be doubtful. No provision made, hence Profit &Loans & Advances are overstated;

An amount of INR. 6,84,22,725/- of Sundry Debtors showing outstanding up to the year 2012-13is still going
un-reconciled/unconfirmed. The recovery of same appears to be doubtful provision has been made in the
books of accounts of INR 6,88,36,829/- up to this year. But the company has made excess provision of INR
4.14,104/-in the books of accounts;

The Terms & Conditions have not been complied with in respect of the amount of Grants/subsidy utilized
within its prescribed period of time in the following cases:

i. The amount of grant of NSP-IIl had to be utilized upto December.1999, but period was extended vide
letter dated 16.2.2004 to 31.3.2014. A sum of Rs.55,00,000/- utilized during the year 2005-06 and the
remaining unspent amount of Rs.3,62,308/- has been adjusted in F.Y. 2010-11. However, the Company
issued a utilization certificate of Rs.4.80 crores in the year 2001-2002.

ii. Intheyear2006-07 asum of Rs. 18,82,212/- has been shown as utilized under the scheme Infrastructure
Development Subsidy (Seed Village) and Rs. 12,47,936/- as utilized under the scheme of Grantin Aid for
farm development under OPP scheme. Also in the year 2007-08 a sum of Rs. 5,58,901/- has been shown
as utilized under the scheme of Grant in Aid for farm development under OPP scheme. In absence of full
detail we are not in a position to comment whether the utilization shown under these scheme conform to
the stipulated term and condition of these schemes.

The Company has a policy of inter-unit transfer of seeds with prior approval of respective Plant Manager or
H.O as the case may be. The Company however, transfers Inventory from one unit to other only on quantity
basis without taking into effect of monetary value of such Inventory and therefore profit or loss of individual
unit could not be determined. In our opinion, the units should transfer the stock at monetary value.

Service Tax registration has been taken individually at units however the same has not been taken at H.O.
The company has a liability of INR.9.60Lakhs (approximately) under Reverse Charge Mechanism namely
for Hiring of Taxi and Supply of Manpower at H.O. and units. Further, an amount of INR.9,342/- is standing
payable to Service Tax Authority in books of accounts and no explanation for the same has been provided.

Sales as per books of accounts is not reconciled with sales as per VAT Return, reconciliation of both cannot
be determined as the exempted sales and vat sales is not bifurcated in the VAT return.

There are terms and conditions issued by the H.O for providing tender to transporters at units that the
transporter must have atleast two trucks in his ownership to have the tender, however the same has not
been followed by the Suratgarhunit.

During F.Y. 2015-16 company has increased its Authorised Share Capital resulting into payment of ROC
fees of INR 22,50,000/-. In our opinion, the same is Capital expenditure as per the provisions of Income Tax
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Act 1961. The Tax Effect on the same is not accounted for and accordingly the EPS is over-stated to that
effect.

)] The company does not follow consistent accounting policies atindividual units.

i. No Cash Insurance has been undertaken at any units.

ii. Personal cash and Company’s cash were not bifurcated and kept at same place in Mohangarh Unit,
accordingly physical verification of cash was not performed at Mohangarh.

Basic of Accounting :- The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention on
accrual basis of accounting in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles in India, and
the relevant provisions of the Companies Act. 2013 including accounting standards notified there under.

Use of Estimates :- The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles which requires the management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the
income and expenditure during the reporting period and the assets and liabilities including contingent
liabilities at the date of financial statements. The differences between actual results and estimates are
recognized in the period in which results are known.

Fixed Assets :- Fixed assets (other than land acquired free from State Government) are carried at the cost
of acquisition or construction or book value less accumulated depreciation and impairment, if any. Further,
a capital work-in-progress amounting to INR.9,75,400 at Alwar Unit is under litigation and thereby not
capitalised in books of accounts.

Borrowing Costs :- Company is availing working capital limit from bank. Borrowing Costs are recognized
as expense in the period in which these are incurred.

Inventories:
(a) Seeds:

(i)  Certified and Foundation Seeds are valued at prime cost (which include purchase price plus
processing overheads as fixed by the Board on per quintal basis and in case of own production and
purchase, price plus 3% as purchase expenses and in case of direct purchases on average of both. If
the stocks consist of both of own production and direct purchases) or market price whichever is lower
by considering their status report ( fit/ unfit) as on 30th April of next financial year, being consistently
followed. (ii)Breeder seeds are valued at purchase cost (minus subsidy received thereon) or market
price whichever is lower.

(i) Raw seeds are valued at their procurement price.
(iv) Rejected&undersized seeds are valued at estimated realisable value.

(v) Cotton seeds including certified, foundation seeds and raw seeds are valued at cost or at net
realisable value, whichever is lower and in case of cotton lint (By product) are valued at estimated
cost.

(b) Packing & Processing Material are valued at cost.

(c) In books of accounts of many units, the Profit and Loss Account does not reflect correct values of
Opening stock rather the same is shown in the Opening values of Current Assets.

(d) Theunits arein a practice of maintaining stock records in a manual register only
Depreciation

(@) The Company used to charge depreciation as per the Companies act, 1956 till the last financial year
but the company was supposed to charge depreciation as per Companies Act, 2013 in the financial
year 2014-15 but the company did not follow the same. To give effect to the above, depreciation
amounting to INR 1.16 crores has been charged from the retained earnings of the company in the
current year and apart from that depreciation charged for the current yearis INR 3.16 crore.

(b) Cost of Leasehold Land is amortized over its tenure, using straight line method being consistently
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followed.

(c) Most of the plants are working in single shift. Some of the processing plants are operating in double
shifts for a period of few days on account of time bound programmed for the purpose of grading such
seedsintime. However, the Company has charged depreciation at the rate applicable to single shift.

(7) Revenue Recognition:

Sale of all kinds of Seeds are accounted for after deducting there from the amount of sales tax, Mandi tax,
trade discount etc. Marketing subsidy received from the Department of Agriculture has been considered as
apartof sale.

(8) Purchase:

(@) Own procurement of seeds are accounted for when their germination reports are certified and other
related formalities in respect thereof are complete. Advances given to seed Growers/Producers
against seeds delivered at plant are adjusted only when such purchases are recognized.

(b) Directpurchases are accounted for on receipt of seeds by the Company.

(c) Raw seeds seasonal procurement cost is accounted for on their receipts of such seeds by the
Company as decided by the Board of Directors at their each seasons.

(9) Consumption of the Packing and Processing Materials:

(@) Consumption of the packing and processing materials are booked on the basis of balancing figures
arrived at by purchases made during the year plus opening stock and deduction of physical closing
stock available with the Company at the end of the accounting year.

(b) Stores & Spares are treated as consumed & charged in Profit & Loss Account in the year in which
they are purchased.

(10) The adjustment of disputes, if any, in respect of sales/purchases prices are accounted for in the year in
which they are settled.

(11) Employee Benefit:
(@) Gratuity:

The Company has created a Trust to administer the gratuity payment. The Trust in turn has taken Group
Gratuity Cash Accumulation Scheme Policy in the year 2008-09 in place of Group Gratuity cum Assurance
Policy covering the eligible employees with the Life Insurance Corporation and accordingly the premium is
paid by the Company to Life Insurance Corporation.

Deferred tax being the difference between tax profit and book profit is accounted for using the tax rates and
laws for the time being in force or subsequent enacted law as on the balance sheet date. Deferred tax
assets are recognized to the extent there is a reasonable certainty that those assets shall be realized in
future.

(14) Impairment of Assets

The brought forward amount of assets is reviewed as on each Balance Sheet date. If there is any indication
of theirimpairment based on internal/external factors, such asset is considered as impaired and accounted
for accordingly. An impairment loss is charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss in the current year in
which such asset is identified as impaired. During this year Rs. 11319/- provided for impairment on well at
farm. However the same is shown at nominal value in fixed assets schedule.
