Report on Financial Statements

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements of RAJASTHAN STATE SEEDS CORPORATION
LIMITED (CIN_U75132RJ19785GC001781) which comprises the Balance Sheet as at 31" March, 2017, the
Statement of Profit and Loss for the year, the Cash Flow Statement for the year ended and a summary of
significantaccounting policies and other explanatory information.

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. The Company's Board of Directors is responsible for the matters in section 134(5) of the Companies Act,
2013 (“the Act”) with respect to the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair
view of the financial position, financial performance and cash flows of the Company in accordance with
the accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the Accounting Standards specified under
Section 133 of the Act, read with Rule 7 of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014.

This responsibility also includes the maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the
provision of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Company and for preventing and detecting the
frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate accounting policies; making
judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, implementation and maintenance
of internal financial control, that were operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness
of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation and presentation of the financial statements that
give atrue and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether due tofraud or error.

Auditor's Responsibility
3. Ourresponsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

We have taken into account the provisions of the Act, the accounting and auditing standards and matters
which are required to be included in the audit report under the provisions of the Act and the Rules made
there under.

4, We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing specified under section 143(10) of
the Act. Those Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the
audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatement
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An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in
the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgment, including the
assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or
error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Company's
preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are
appropriate in the circumstances. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting
policies used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for
ouraudit opinion.

Opinion

7.

In our opinion, and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the
financial statements give the information required by the Act in the manner so required and give a true
and fair view except for the effects of the matter described in the Emphasis On Matter paragraph below,
In conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India:

i) Inthe case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March 31, 2017,
ii) Inthe case of the Statement of Profit and Loss, of the Profit for the year ended on that date.

iii) Inthe case of the Cash Flow Statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on that date.

Emphasis on Matter

We Draw attention to the following mattersin to the financial statements:
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a) Note No.40 in respect of un-reconciled/unconfirmed balances of Loans and Advances, Trade
Payables, Trade Receivables, Security Deposits, Current Liabilities, Outstanding Liabilities, Deposit
with Agriculture Department and Revolving fund with seed banks;

b)  Asum ofRs.2.60 crore has been given for the purpose of production of Seeds in Drought Prone Area
under the Central Sector Scheme. The Company has not maintained separate account for their
utilization. As a result we are not in a position to comment whether the such funds were being
utilized for the purpose for which it was intended and granted. However on the basis of some
documents, the funds were utilized for the purpose of production of Pulses and Oil Seeds which are
not in accordance with the guidelines given in the sanction letter GOl No.6-3/94 CAW dated
28.6.1995;

c) Anamount of INR. 41,43,138/- is outstanding without any security there on against Seeds Growers
up to the year 2013-14. Recovery from them appears to be uncertain & provision has been made in
the books of accounts for INR. 35,80,405/-. No Provision has been made for INR. 5,62,733/- in the
books of accounts. Hence Profit and Loans and Advances has been overstated by thisamount;

d) INR.14661/- is outstanding relating to year 2004-05 regarding subsidy of NPVH. Recovery of such
amount appears to be doubtful. No provision made, hence Profit & Loans & Advances are
overstated;

e) Anamount of INR. 7,84,41,775/- of Sundry Debtors showing outstanding up to the year 2013-14 is
still going un-reconciled/unconfirmed. The recovery of same appears to be doubtful provision has
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been made in the books of accounts of INR 8,16,54,738/- up to this year. But the company has made
excess provision of INR 32,12,963/- in the books of accounts, hence Profit and Current Assets are
understated;

f)  The Terms & Conditions have not been complied with in respect of the amount of Grants/subsidy
utilized within its prescribed period of time in the following cases:

(a) The amount of grant of NSP-IIl had to be utilized upto December.1999, but period was
extended vide letter dated 16.2.2004 to 31.3.2014. A sum of Rs.55,00,000/- utilized during
the year 2005-06 and the remaining unspent amount of Rs.3,62,308/- has been adjusted in
FY. 2010-11. However, the Company issued a utilization certificate of Rs.4.80 crores in the
year 2001-2002.

(b) In the year 2006-07 a sum of Rs. 18,82,212/- has been shown as utilized under the scheme
Infrastructure Development Subsidy (Seed Village) and Rs. 12,47,936/- as utilized under the
scheme of Grant in Aid for farm development under OPP scheme. Also in the year 2007-08 a
sum of Rs. 5,58,901/- has been shown as utilized under the scheme of Grant in Aid for farm
development under OPP scheme. In absence of full detail we are not in a position to
comment whether the utilization shown under these scheme conform to the stipulated term
and condition of these schemes.

g) The Company has a policy of inter-unit transfer of seeds with prior approval of respective Plant
Manager or H.O as the case may be. The Company however, transfers Inventory from one unit to
other only on quantity basis without taking into effect of monetary value of such Inventory, and
therefore profit or loss of individual unit could not be determined. In our opinion, the units should
transfer the stock at monetary value.

h)  The Company has provided Rs. 46,62,090/- for Corporate Social Responsibility in terms of section

A. ACCOUNTING POLICIES :-

(1) Basic of Accounting :- The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention on
accrual basis of accounting in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles in India, and
the relevant provisions of the Companies Act. 2013 including accounting standards notified there under.

(2) Use of Estimates :- The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles which requires the management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the
income and expenditure during the reporting period and the assets and liabilities including contingent
liabilities at the date of financial statements. The differences between actual results and estimates are
recognized inthe period in which results are known.

(3) Fixed Assets :- Fixed assets (other than land acquired free from State Government) are carried at the cost
of acquisition or construction or book value less accumulated depreciation and impairment, if any.
Further, a capital work-in-progress amounting to INR.9,75,400 at Alwar Unit is under litigation and
thereby not capitalised in books of accounts.
