as specified in the Bidding Document within a period of ten days from the date of

only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings:

K 1. Carrection of arithmetical errors :

o _"ffI"’rovided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity
will correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following
basis: .

i. if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price
shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected;
